Working with Children Check

We greatly value our parent and community volun-
teers who assist with classroom activities, fundrais-
ing events and transporting children to sports car-
nivals etc.

To ensure a safe environment for the children we
require our volunteers to apply for a Working with
Children Check and present the school with their
clearance number.

A Working with Children Check is a prerequisite for
anyone in paid or voluntary child-related work in
NSW.

Previously, school volunteers where required to
complete multiple forms and present 100 points
identification to the school. This process has now
been simplified.

(drivers licence) to the NSW Motor registry. If you
are helping at school on a volunteer basis there is
no fee to pay.

Please present this certificate (WWC) to the school
for registration with the NSW Education Depart-
ment.

Head Lice

We have had a few reported cases of head lice at
school. Please check your child’s hair regularly
and treat when necessary.

A good way of checking for lice is using a head lice
comb, comb conditioner through the hair to check
for lice and after treating with a Head Lice treat-
ment, spray a diluted mix of tea tree or eucalyptus
oil on hair each morning. This seems to keep
head lice under control.

Online Payments

Parents can make online payments to the school
for amounts owing for students, via a secure pay-
ment page hosted by Westpac. Payments can be
made using either a Visa or MasterCard credit or
debit card, and can be made via computer, tablet
or mobile phone.

The payment page is accessed from the front page
of the schools website by selecting $ Make a pay-
ment .

ltems that can be paid include voluntary school
contributions, subject contributions, excursions,
sales to students and creative and practical arts
activities. There is also a category called ‘Other’
this to cover items not covered in the previous
headings, Other can be used to make a complete
payment of a school invoice.

When you access the $ Make a payment you must
enter:

* the students name, and class and refer-
ence number

OR

* the students name, and date of birth.

These details are entered each time you make a
payment as student information is not held within
the payment system. There is also the option to
enter the Student Registration Number and Invoice
number if you are aware of them, these are option-
al fields OR there is also the option to enter the
Student Registration Number and Invoice number
these are not used at our school, please leave
blank.

This is a secure payment system hosted by West-
pac to ensure that your credit/debit card details
are captured in a secure manner, these details are
not passed back to the school.

You have the ability to check and change any de-
tails of the payment before the payment is pro-
cessed. Receipts can be emailed and/or printed.

Details of the payments are passed daily to the
school where they will be receipted against your
child’s account. As a receipt has been issued from
the payment page a further receipt will not be is-
sued by the school.
